In the imitial decades after independence, relationship between the permanent

There are instances
of the political executive insisting upon the permanent executive to follow its
agenda. Respect for and appreciation of upright bureaucrats has declined. There is
an increasing tendency among the political executive to get involved in routine
administrative matters such as transfers, postings etc. Under this scenario, there is a
difinitive trend towards ‘politicization of bureaucracy’.

In recent times, there has been an increasing concern in India to develop effective

civil service ethics, codes of conduct, transparency measures, ethics and integrity

systems and anti-corruption agencies.
